ABOUT THE BOOK

OUR ECHO is a spring book, usually arriving at school in late May or early June. The yearbook is not
just a senior yearbook. The yearbook staff attempts to include photos and stories regarding all Spaulding High
School and Barre Tech Center students.

OUR ECHO 2007 will be something special! The yearbook production staff will be a mix of students
from all grades. Some will work after during the school day an some will work after school hours. We will need
photographers, artists, writers, and just plain hard workers. Dedication is our only requirement. Sales of
advertisements are handled by Mike Gilbert and his business classes during the first month or so of school. If you
would like to purchase an ad in the yearbook, please get in touch with Mike.

This year, we plan to have freshmen, sophomore, and junior photos taken at the school on August 22"
between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 2:30 p.m. Seniors will have their photos taken on Wednesday, August 23"
between the hours of 11:00 a.m. and 1:00 p.m. These photo days serve two purposes, one for the school’s student
photo identification and for use in the yearbook. Seniors are still encouraged to make appointments with Beltrami’s
Foto Shop for their senior photo packages. Students choosing not to have their portrait taken or who miss our photo
dates will not have a portrait in the yearbook. We base our class lists upon lists provided by the SHS guidance
office.

ORDERING THE BOOK

We would like to offer you a chance to order the 2007 edition of OUR ECHO, Vermont’s oldest high
school yearbook, for your son and/or daughter, or for yourself or another person. You will find an order form on the
next page for your use. If you are ordering for more than one person, please put each name and year of graduation
on the order form.

The base price of the Echo is $55.00. However, if the book is paid in full by December 1%, you can save
yourself $10.00!! In any case, we need at least a down payment of $30.00 by September 29", If full payment is
made by December 1%, the book will cost you $45.00. If full payment is made after December 1%, the price is
$55.00. We will not be printing names on the book covers as we did in the past.

Traditionally we print a “spring” supplement, which includes spring activities, senior and underclass
awards, and graduation. If you want to reserve a supplement, which does not arrive until the following January or
50, please add an additional $10.00 to the cost of the book. We will order only order enough supplements for those
who reserve a copy.

SENIOR PORTRAITS AND DEADLINES

Senior yearbook portraits must be received no later than September 8th. This is the earliest deadline for
yearbook sections because the senior section is in full color. Please provide us with color photos. The strict
adherence to this deadline may mean that some students cannot be included with their class.

Beltrami’s Foto Shop, our official photographer, has contracted to provide the yearbook staff with a portrait
of each senior, at no charge to us or the student. This does not mean that everyone must order their pictures from
Beltrami’s, but it will be easier for the yearbook staff to ensure inclusion if you make an appointment with
Beltrami’s for your yearbook portrait. No one is required to go to Beltrami’s. The staff must have a wallet-sized
portrait, in full glossy color no later than September 8. Please plan accordingly.

Please be aware of deadlines as well. Deadlines for material such as Senior Quotes and Activities, Senior
Superlatives, and Senior Wills are incredibly important to meet. More than once we have had students miss the
opportunity to be recorded because we simply did not know they had intended to turn in a quote before it was too
late to stop production of the page. These dates will be announced once school is in session.

In the past we have had difficulty reaching all seniors at one time or another. Please help us out by passing
the word along to your friends. Be ready for deadline announcements!!
