School District Board of School Commissiones reserve the right to make individud decisionsfor unique
situaionswhich are notexplicitly covered in this handbook.

Parents have theright to access their child® teachersOeredentials and experience.

AGE OF MAJORITY
All students who reach the age of majority (18 years old) while still enrolled at Spaulding High School are
subject to all the policies and regulationsof the school. We encourage students and parents to sign the Age of
Majority notification which is available in the guidance office. The completed form should be returned to the
guidance office.

NONDISCRIMINATION POLICY
In accordance with Title VI of the Civil Rights of 1964, Title IX of the Highe Education Act of 1972, and the
rules and regulations promulgaed by the Secretary of Health and Human Services, it is the policy of the Barre
Supeavisory Union School District #61 that no person shdl be excluded from participaion in any educationd
program or activity at the school uponthe basis of race, color, naiond origin, disability, marital status sexud
orientation, gende, age, creed or faith.

POLICY ON PREVENTION OF HARASSMENT OF STUDENTS
L. Purpose
Our school is committed to providing asafe and suppotive school environment in which dl students are treated
with respect. The policy on pevention of harassment applies to inddent(s) and/or condud tha occurs on shool
propety, on aschool busor a a schooksponsred activity, or miscondud not on shool propety, onaschool
busor a aschoolsponsred activity where direct harm to the welfare of the school can be demondrated.

The pumpo< of this policy isto prevent haassment as defined in 16 V.S.A. 11(@)(26) and amendead by Act 91 of
2004, ad © ensure tha the school@ responsges to dlegaionsof harassment comply with 16 V.S.A. 565 &
amended by Act 91 0f2004, Title VI and IX of the Civil Rights Act. It is the further puipo<e of this policy,
when it is found ha harassment has occurred, 0 ensure that prompt and gopropriate remedial action,
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reasonably calculated to stop haassment, is taken by hool employees.

It is theintent of the school to goply and enforce this policy in amanne that is congstent with and piotects
studentsCrights to free expression unde the First Amendment of the U.S. Conditution. The school represents
and piomotes therights of sudents and ohers to gpeak freely and o express ther ideas, induding ideas tha
may offend the sengbilities of others. However, the school does not condore and shdl take action in respons
to behavior tha interferes with the learning of sudents and is not otherwise protected expression.

IL. Definitions

A. Harassment

(1) HarassmentOmeans an inddent or inddents of verbd, written, visud, or physcal condud based on or
motivated by astudent® or a student@ family member® actual or perceived race, creed, mlor, nationd origin,
marital satus, sex, sexud orentation, ordisability that has the pumpose or effect of objectively and subgantially
undemining and deracting from or interfering with astudent® educationd peformance or educationd access
to school resources or creating an objectively intimidaing, hosile, or offensve environment.

(2) Harassment indudes condud which violates subsection (1) of this definition and @nditutes oneor more of
thefollowing:

(a) Sexud harassment, which means condud tha indudes unwelcome sexual advances, requests for
sexud favors and ohe verbd, written, visud, or physcal condud of a sexud naure when oneor both
of thefollowing ocur:
(i) Submission  that condud is made either explicitly orimplicitly aterm or condition ofa
student@ education.
(ii) Submission  orrgjection of such condud by a sudent is used & a component of the basis
for decisionsaffecting tha sudent.

(b) Racial harassment, which means condud directed & the characteristics of astudent® or a student®
family member® actud or peceived race or color, and indudes the use of epithets, sereotypes, racial
slurs, comments, inaults, derogaory remarks, gestures, threats, graffiti, display, or circulation of written
or visud material, and taunts on mannea of speech and nayative references to racial cusgoms.

(c) Harassment of members of other protected categories, which means condud directed at the
characteristics of a sudent® or a student@ family member® actud or perceived areed, ndiond origin,
marital status, sex, sexud orentation, ordisability and indudes the use of epithets, Sereotypes, durs,
comments, inaults, daogaory remarks, gestures, threats, graffiti, display, or circulation ofwritten or
visud material, taunts on manne of speech, and regaive references to cusoms related to any of these
protected categories.

II1. Reporting of Student Harassment Complaints
A. A gudent who bdieves tha ghe has been haassed, orwitnesses conduct that she bdieves might conditute

harassment, should report the condud to aschool prindpd or assistant principd, orto any other school
employee. Thefollowing pindpds or assistant prindpas can beseen in the front offices of the school or
reached a 476-4811:Tom Sedore, Chris Hennessey or BrendaWaterhouse

B. An anployee who witnesses condud that ’he bdieves might conditute sudent harassment unde this policy
shdl take prompt and gpropriate action © gop the condud and immediately report the condud to a designaed
employee.

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POLICY ON PREVENTION OF HAZING OF STUDENTS
|. Purpose
It is the pupo< of the Barre Supevisory Union Shool District to ensure that dl its schools provide safe,
ordely, dvil and postive learning environments. Hazing is unlawful and has no plce in the District@ schools
and will notbetolerated. Accordingly, the District adopts thefollowing poicy and piocedures to prohibit
hazing and will ensure the enforcement thereof.

IL. Definitions

(HazingOmeans any act committed by aperson, whether individudly or in concert with others, againg a
student in connection with pledging, beng initiated into, dfiliating with, holding office in, ormaintaining
membership in any omanization which is afiliated with the District; and which is intended to have the effect of,
or should reasonably be expected to have the effect of, huniliating, intimidating ordemeaning the sudent or
endangaing the mental or physcal hedlth of the sudent. lazingQdso indudes soliciting, drecting, ading, or
otherwise paticipating actively or passively in the aboveacts. If hazing accurs on oroff school grounds it will
be subject to this policy.

Examples of hazing include:

Any typeof physcal brutality such as whipping, beting, griking, banding, dectrical shods, placing a
hamful subgance on a in thebody, orother similar activity; or

Any type of physcal activity such as deep deprivation, expodure to the dements,
confinement in asmall space, or other activity tha creates or results in an unreasonable risk of ham or
tha adversely affects the mental or physcal hedlth or safety of the sudent; or

Any activity involving mnaumption offood, iquid, dcoholic beverage, liquor, drug, orother subgance
tha subjects a student to risk of ham; or

Any activity tha induces, causes, or requires a sudent to paform a duty or task, which involves the
commission ofacrime or an act of hazing a defined above

Hazing $hdl notindudean ectivity or condud tha furthers the legitimate curricular, extracurricular, or
military training piogram gods provided that the godss are approved by the School Board of the district
and povided that the activity or condud furthers those gods in amanne that is gppropriate,
contemplated by the School Board, and nomal and cugomary for smilar public school programs. An
example of this exception might bereasonable athletic training exercises.

QDrganizationOmeans a fraternity, sorority, athletic team, assodation, rporation, oder, society, corps
coopeaative, club, orother smilar group, whose members primarily are sudents of the District, and which is
affiliated with the District.

(PledgingOmeans any action oractivity related to becoming amember of an omganization.

CetudentOmeans any person who: (1) is enrolled in any school or program opeaated by he District, (2) has
been accepted for admission into any school or program opeated by he District, or (3) intendsto enroll in any
school or program operated by the District during any of its regular sessionsafter an official academic break.

I11. Reporting of Hazing

Students who have reason to bdieve tha an inadent of hazing might or did oacur should report such bdief to
any aoach of an extracurricular team, teacher, school nurse, guidance counslor, or school administrator. Saff
members who have received auch areport from a student or who oherwise have reason o bdieve that an
inddent of hazing might or did occur shall report such bdief to the prindpal of the school, or, in the event of
theunavailability of theprindpd, the supeintendent. Thereport may bein writing a orally. If thereport is
made orally, the receiver shdl make awritten record of thereport.
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It shdl beaviolation ofthis policy for apeson to retaliate againg a sudent or other peson for reporting a
sugpected inddent of hazing orcoopeating in any investigaion ordisciplinary proceeding regarding an
inadent of hazing.

It is possible tha an inddent of hazing might dso fall within the definition of dbuse, neglect, or exploitation a
those terms are defined in 33 V.S A. 4912 @) and 33 V.S.A. 6902 (), (7) and 9). To theextent a staff
member is amandaory reporter of sugpected child abuse or ngylect of disabled adults, reporting asugpected
inddent of hazing o theprindpd does notrelieve the reporter of any oblgationsadditiondly to report such
sugpicionsto the Commissione of the Vermont Department of Soda and Rehabilitation Services as set forth in
33 V.S.A. 4914 orto the commissione of the Department of Aging and Disabilities as set forth in 33 V.S A.
6904.

If theschod district deermines tha hazing ha occurred, the incddent shdl bereported to the law enforcement
agency.

IV. Investigation of Reports of Hazing
An aministrator, orin the event of the unavailability of an administrator, the supeintendent, upon eceipt of a

report of hazing, pomptly shdl cause an investigation o commence. Theinvestigaion $dl betimely and
thorough ad the findings and cndusonsof theinvestigaion dl bereduced to writing. Unless there are
exceptiond circumstances, the investigaion shdl beconduded within ten school days.

V. Disciplinary Action
If theinvestigaion condudes a student committed an act of hazing orother wise violated this policy, that

student shdl be subject to gopropriate disciplinary action, induding butnotlimited to sugpenson or expulsion
from co-curricular activities or from school. Any disciplinary action agang a sudent shdl besubiject to the
procedures st forth in the discipline policy.

If theinvestigaion condudes that two or more students from the same athletic team or other co-curricular
activity directed, engaged in, a@ded or otherwise participated in actively or passively an inddent of hazing,
disciplinary action may be imposed agang the team or activity, induding ancellation of oneor more athletic
contests or the entire athletic season.

It isnotaddense in adisciplinary proceeding undr this policy tha the peson ayang whomthe hazing wes
directed consented to oracquiesced in the hazing activity.

Nothing in this policy shal limit or precludethe district from disciplining astudent or other person affiliated
with the district unde any other district policy as well as unde the terms of this policy.

VI. Reporting Incidents of Hazing to Law Enforcement Officials
All staff members are subject to the confidentiality requirements of the Family Education Rghts and Privacy

Act (20 US.C. 1232g ad 34 CF.R. Part 99). Accordingly, information deiving from sudent records (if the
information is obtained through oher means, therestrictionsof FERPA do notapply) which is pesondly
identifiable, may notbedisclosed withoutpaental consent unless it meets oneor more of the exceptions
specified in 34 CF.R. Part 99. Cartain of these exceptions dgpending upa whether the circumstances meet the
conditionsset forth in those exceptions may permit the reporting of hazing to law enforcement officials. Those
relevant exceptionsare:

1. Wheetheeisahedth or safety emergency:

2. Where theinformation has been subpoeaaed: or

3. Wheretherecordsin question ae created and maintained by alaw enforcement unit established by
the school.
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ALCOHOL & DRUG ABUSE POLICY
It is the philosophy of Spaulding High School tha the greater theknowledgeall students have abou the effects
of subgances on the human mind and body, the more able they will be to make decisionsconcgerning the use or
nonuse of these subgances, and teless likelihood there will beabuse.

The use of drugs and/or acohol and the unlawful possession of legdly controlled subgances, as defined by
federa or date statute, on school groundsor a school sponored events is unacceptable.

Drug @nvictionsmay jeopadize a sudentsOdigibility for collegefinandal ad.

Our school will provide for the care of students during any suspected subgance abuse inddent untl the parents
and/or, if necessary, other agendes are contacted. A climate shdl be created and resources provided whereby
students may seek and receive coungling about alcohol, other drugs and related problems without fear of
reprisals by amember of the school staff.

Reported or Suspected Use
The school gaff member shdl use higher best judgment to decide which of the avenues listed bdow to
initially follow:

To listen and discuss in confidence the situadion & related by the sudent.
To umgethe sudent to talk to paents or guadian.

To conault with orrefer the matter to the administration, nuse, guidance counslor and/or other
appropriate personné induding law enforcement.

Unless there is compélling reason o bdieve it is notin the sudent® best interests to do ®, the school
personné will see that the paents/guadian are informed in atimely fashion.

Possession of Alcohol and Other Drugs
If a student is found possessing and/or usng acohol and other drugs while unde school jurisdiction, the
following piocedures will befollowed:

The school administration hdl benotified immediately.

The parent or guadian shdl be notified immediately and requested to come to school and take the
student home. If the parent or guadian is unale, unwilling, or fails to respond, an administrator will
take whatever steps necessary to remove the student from the school® care and responsbility. The
paent/guadian shdl be subsquently informed of pendties for the immediate offense and any
subsequeant offense.

All other procedures taken by the administrator shdl be within the confines of the law. These may
indudebutshdl notbelimited to:

U conailtation with school staff members

QO conaultation with mental health pesonné

U conailtation with school nurse

U sugpendon in accordance with established polcy regarding sipenson

U referral to appropriate agencies with compulsory pesond conaultation involving student and
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paent/guadian ebout the problem as a condition o reingatement
Q referral to law enforcement

Q referral to the School Board for disciplinary action which may indude expulsion in accordance
with established poicy

Under the Influence of Alcohol or Drugs
The school establishes and maintains the following procedures to deal with students who may have an episode
with drugsand/or dcohd.

The school staff membe observing abnormal and/or erratic behavior of a student shdl notify an administrator
of the student's behavior. It shdl betheresponsbility of the administrator and/or a designaed representative to
observe the student and/or remove the student to the nurse@® office. In the absence of a nurse® office, an
appropriate area should be designaed.

Thenurse, orin the nurse® absence, an administrator shdl proceed as follows:

If it is felt that apotential emergency that may threaten the sudent® life exists, the sudent shdl be
taken to the hogpital and the parent/guardian shall be notified as soon & possible.

If immediate medical atention is notrequired, the parent/guardian shall benotfied and $hdl berequired
to remove the sudent from the school.

If the parent/guadian is unable, unwilling, orfails to respond, he assistant prindpd or designaed
representative will take whatever steps are necessary to remove the sudent from the school@ care and
responsbility, usng such gopropriate agencies as sodal services, medical or law enforcement.

Distribution of Alcohol or Other Drugs on School Property or at School Functions:
Appropriate law enforcement agendes shall be summoned.
The paent/guadian shdl be summoned.

Automatic sugpenson and immediate referra to the School Board for disciplinary action which may
indudeexpulsion in accordance with established policy.

Programs and Services:

A. Eductiond Programs---Spaulding Hgh Shool and Barre Technical Center Campusshdl provide
thefollowing programs:

Age gppropriate Alcohol, Tobacco and ohe Drug (ATOD) prevention education programs for
students in compliance with aurriculum guiddines established by the Department of Eduction.

Student Assistance Programs (SAP) requiring individud and family suppot, screening and referral
for ongoing treatment services.

B. Sf-referra for Assistance with Qubdances

When astudent recognizes tha he/'she has a problem with subgance use and chooss to seek
assistance.

A student who seeks assistance of any daff member shdl be offered educationd resources,
individud or group @murseling and/or referral to acommunity agency. These services shall be
provided without consequences providing dl these conditionsare met:
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| Thestudent is self-referred, not@eportedOin violation of school or legd policies.
I There is no immediate apparent threat to ham self or others.
I A commitment is made to develop arehabilitation plan .

C. In-School Suppot and Referral System

Appropriate school personnd shall be available to conault with gudents whose behavior or
performance may indicate a problem with subgances (hereafter GbusQ.

In addition, dl school personnd who obgrve academic, soda or persond behavior of a student
tha may indicate subgance abuse would beexpected to follow their adopied school3 policy and
discuss their observations and mnarnswith the sudent.

D. Community Suppot and Referral System

Spaulding Hgh Shool and Barre Technical Center shdl maintain awritten agreement with a
community subgance abuse treatment provider. Unde no darcumstances shdl the school be
obligated for financial responsbilities for assessment or treatment.

Spaulding Hgh Shool and Barre Technical Center shdl maintain aliaison with thelocal law
enforcement agency for the pumpose of obtaining assistance in deermining appropriate and
effective courses of action when inddences of substance use occur within the school environment.

STUDENTS IN CRISIS/REPORTING CHILD ABUSE
In ourwork with gudents, many of usare conddered confidants. In this capacity, we sometimes are aware of
aspects of sudentsQlives tha are very personal. Students may ask usto keep information mnfidential; for the
mog pat we can hona this request.

However, there are afew stuaionswhere gtrict confidentiality cannotbeethically or legaly maintained.
School pesonnéd are required by Vermont law to report suspected cases of child ébuse and naylect. These
mandated reporters are legdly required to report their sugpicionsto the Department of Children and Families
(DCF) within 24 hous. Thefollowing stuaionscannotbekept confidential:

o A sudent reveals hesheis or recently has been contemplating suicide

o A gudent reveds hgsheis bang, orhas been in the past, physcally, sexudly or emotiondly abused

o A student reveals he'sheis contemplating ham to another person oranother parson® property

o A sudent reveals pesond information of any ort tha causes any concern abouthisher safety

If astudent shares information with ateacher which cannotbekept in confidence, the teacher mug contact an
admindrator or guidance counglor. Theadministrator or counslor will call screeners, if necessary and @l the
parent.

EDUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENT
Research tells ustha an appropriate educationd environment contributes to the success of a school. In order to
establish and meintain the mog produdive school environment for our school we need you hdp!

Dress Code
Students may not wear:
¥ head coverings(has, bandanas, €c.)
¥ sunglasses
¥ clothing with cude sexually suggestive messages
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¥ clothing with dcohol or drug endorsing messages
¥ clothing with haassing ordeogaory messages
¥ clothing which exposes undagarments, midriffs, backs or cleavage

If students are in violation of the dress codethey will be given an oppotunity to changeor cover up if possible.
If they are unwilling orunable to do ®, they will be sent home immediately.

Public Displays of Affection

Ingppropriate and overactive public displays of affection can possibly lead to sexud harassment charges. Lewd
or ingppropriate affection (extended/prolonged kissing, touching, fondiing, etc.) is not allowed and can result in
administrative action.

Cell Phones and Personal Listening Devices (IPODs, MP3s, etc.)

Cdl phones are alowed to be used before and after school, during passing times, lunch and advisory cell
phones need to betumned off and put out of sight during classtime. Students who fail to do so will be subject to
administrative action. Persond listening devices such as IPODs are allowed to be used before and after school,
during lunch, and during Advisory. Students who fail to abide by the above will be subject to administrative
action.

Posters and Announcements
All poders and announements tha students wish to put up mug be officially pre-approved by the
administration.

COMPUTER NETWORK - Acceptable Use Policy
The primary pumpos of the school® Computer Network is educationd. Users are responsble for ensuring that
thar activities adhae to geneaaly accepted educationd standads The Computer Network is intended to
enhance the established school curriculum. The network serves as a resource for improving and enriching
teaching and learning & Spaulding High Shool.

Student use of the Computer Network is a privilege, notaright Deliberate ingopropriate utilization can result
in cancellation or restriction of access privileges, as well as disciplinay or legal action. Intentiond
unacceptable behaviors indude but are notlimited to, the following:

involvement in any ectivity prohibited by law

the sorage, hacking, induding the accessing, ortranderring of, unneessarily largefiles
attempting 1 establish commercia ventures on the ngwork

involvement with ortline games

storing ortrangerring olscene materials

transferring @hainOtype letters

sharing paswords and log-ins or information in violation of maintenance of student records policy

All users shdl assume responsbility - legd, finanda and otherwise - for thdr actions when usng the
Computer Network. All users of the network will be held accountble for use of ther computer accounts. Any
ingppropriate action or activities on the Computer Network will be consdered an action of the accountholder.
Thus passwords shdl nat beshared ortranderred. Responsble use of the Computer Network prohibits:

interfering with nomal and piope opeationsof the nework or Internet

advesaly affecting the ability of others to use equipment or services

conduding oneself in ways tha are hamful, haassing, orddiberately offensve to others
usng thelnternet for any illegd pumposes

The school maintains and manages the Computer Network in such away as to ensure availability and reliability
in peforming its educationd mission. This requires the ability and authority to ingpect any and all materials
tranderred and stored within the nework by any and all users. Therefore, accounts of users are not private and
may be accessed by system administrators or ther designe(s) for any reason at any time withoutprior notice to
the accountholder.

All students who wish to access the Computer Network must sign an QAcceptable Use Network ContractO
before gaining privileges. This gives students access to the World Wide Web, the Internet, and electronic mail
(e-mail). If thestudent is unde age eighteen, parents mugt cosgn the contract.

SCHOOL DAY FOR STUDENTS

Students should plan to arive a school by 730 an if they are scheduled for Moming Blodk, otherwise plan to
be here by 8:00am. Morning Block begginsat 7:35 an - Block Onebeginsat 8:15 an. Block Four endsat 2:45
pm, however, the official end ofthe school day is at the completion of Afternoon Bock at 3:05 pm

The Spaulding campus will open daly at 7:00 am. Students are not allowed on campus prior to 7:00 am
without written permission from administration. If there are extenuaing circumstances tha necessitate a
student bang on @mpusprior to 700 an, please contact oneof the Assistant Prindpds.

Students who arrive at school before ther classes will have assigned places in the building where they can be
From 7:00to 8:00 am, all students who are not scheduled for Morning Block need to report to the cafeteria, the
library, a supevised classroom, the front lobby, or the auditorium lobby. All other areas of the building are off
limits, induding the hdlways.

Students notinvolved in co-curricular activities or academic/tutorial work will be asked to leave the building at
3:05 pm. Those students who need to wait for rides mug report to the auditorium lobby untl they are picked
up. All other areas of the building ae off limits.

Students who come early or stay late at school must recognize that this decision is a privilege, and not a
right. Failure to abide by the above procedures will result in administrative action, to indude losng the
privilege of bang on @mpusbefore or after school.

CLOSING or DELAYED OPENING OF SCHOOL
If adverse weather condtions cause school to be closed or delayed, an announ@ment will be made by the
Supeintendent by 6:30 AM throughour automated notification system. Additiondly, you may check on loca
radio stations (WSNO, WORK, WSKI, WDEV) and television stations(WCAX & WPTZ) or by checking our
websgte a www.shsbtc.org.

If the opening of school is ddayed, the school will follow thelate start bdl schedule beginning with Block 1 at

9:30 AM. If it is determined that road conditionswill not beimproving, an announ@ement will be made by 8:30
AM declaring the cancellation of school.
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VISITORS TO SCHOOL
All visitors to Spaulding High School mug sign in at the administrative office. Students must have approvd
from thar teachers and an administrator prior to bringing a visitor (forms are available in the office). Adults
who wish to visit a class are asked to notify the administration, or the teacher who class you intend to visit 24
hours in advance.

All visitors are expected to check in (and later check out) at the administrative office and to secure a Visitor
Pass. Visitors mug stay with ther hogs at dl times during the school day.

To ensure an appropriate educationd environment, no visitors are permitted the week before find exams, the
short school weeks (with holidays), or the week before school vacationswithoutfirst securing permission from
an administrator, who & his/her discretion may grant exceptions

LUNCH PERIODS
Students will have an assigned lunch period during ther third block class and mud report to the cafeteria during
thar assignal lunch peiod. Al students are expected to d@tend lunch duing thear lunch peiod.

FIRE DRILLS/LOCK DOWNS
Vermont statutes require tha a fire drill and/or lock down drill be condwcted at least onee each month during
theschool year. Sudents are expected to follow teacher ingructionspromptly and quitly.

PERSONAL PROPERTY
The school is not responsble for the loss or damage of persond propety. Each student is responsble for the
care and sfety of hisher own pesond property or posessions

SCHOOL PROPERTY
When the school loans public propaty to students, we expect these items to be returned in a condition that
allows them to be loaned agan following ther return. Students are responsble for exercising necessary care
and security of al schod books supplies, and athletic equipment loaned to them. Any loss, theft, or failure to
accountfor items issued by the school will result in afinandal charge being levied.

Failure to account for loaned public propaty or to pay for them will result in the student's report card beng
withhdd unil finandal settlement has been made.

STUDENT LOCKERS
Our school makes available to each student alocker for his’her clothing, books and other bdongings Students
will beresponsble for the care and condition of tha locker. Any problems, such as locks tha work impropely,
should be reported to the Administrative Office immediately. At the end of the year each student mug clear
his’her locker. After the close of school in June, the school shdl dispose of remaining locker contents as
deemed gopropriate.

STUDENT VEHICLES
Parking on school propety is a privilege not a right Student parking is available across the bridge from the
school at the corner of Boynton and Ayers Streets and requires a school pass issued when the student registers
thevehicle with the Assistant Prinapd's Office.
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By parking on school property, students demonstrate acceptance of the following conditions by implied
consent. Students unwilling to accept these terms should decline to park on school propety, and should seek
available paking on nerby dty dreets.

1. Students park vehicles on school property at their own risk. The school disclaims responsbility for loss
of contents or damageto vehicles in the school owned paking lots.

2. Students will drive on school propety in a safe manner at all times, respecting the rights of pedestrians,
adjacent property owners, and oher drivers.

3. When students arrive at school, they are expected to pak and lock thar vehicles in theassigned area. The
driver and the occupants are expected to exit the vehicle immediately, and they are not to return to it without
written pemission orunil theend of the sudent's school day.

4. Unauthorized or illegally parked vehicles may be towed without notice and at the expense of the owner.
In addition, vehicles parked in fire lanes, handicapped parking or crosswalks, or blocking hydrants may be
ticketed by the police.

5. The law alows searches of vehicles on schod propeaty to be conduded if there is reasonable suspicion to
bdieve tha a violation of school policy or law has been committed. If prohibited items are foundthey will be
confiscated and a report will be made to the Prindpd (or designes) who will determine whether further
investigation is warranted.

The administration reserves the right to suspend the privilege of any student to drive on school grounds.

CLOSED CAMPUS
The school opeates on amodified dosed campusbasis. Students mug check in when they arrive, and they must
check out before they leave for reasonsother than their regularly scheduled departure. The parking lots are off
limits to students during school hours unless they have authorization, or they are arriving at or leaving school.
Seniors may leave school groundsduring a nonsheduled block; this does not indude the lunch block if the
student has ablock 3 dass.
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ACADEMIC MATTERS

REQUIRED ACADEMIC LOAD
Freshmen, Sophonores and Juniors are required to schedule classes or approved educationd activities for all
four class blocks (Blocks 1-4). Seniors are required to schedule classes or approved educationd activities for
three of thefour class blocks.

Any student who drops bdow three blocks of approved educationd activities will be conddered academically
indigible for extra curricular activities. Academically indigible students are afforded an oppotunity to reenroll
a the gart of the next marking peiod.

Administrators may recommend an aternaive program to meet the individud needs and circumstances of
students. Modificationsto these requirements may be developed and contained per the Individud Education
Plan (IEP) or Educationd Suppot Team (EST) plansfor some students.

PROCEDURES FOR CHANGING CLASS SCHEDULES
To enaure tha a student is enrolled in appropriate courses, it is strongly recommended tha all schedule
revisionsbe completed when preliminary schedules are issued in the late spring.

All schedule changes mug be completed during the five school day ADD/DROP period scheduled at the
beginning of each semester with the exception of schedule changes for hdf credit, quater courses which mugt
be completed duling thefirst three school days of the quater.

Parent/guadian gpproval is required for schedule changes.

Changing courses based on teacher preference is not permitted. However, if a student is repeating a failed
course, shelhe has aright to request a different teacher, if one is available.

CONTROVERSIAL & SENSITIVE ISSUES
In the course of a student@ education at school, topics may be presented which could cause discomfort in light
of a student@ or familiesOpersond beliefs. If this occurs, students andfor ther parents/guadians may request
an dterndive educationd experience. This request should bemadeto the student® teacher.

AUDITING COURSES
Students may make a request to audit a course, contingent upon maintaining an academic schedule of at least
three other courses or approved ectivities for that marking peiod.

This request to audit should be made prior to or during the add/drop period for tha course. A student auditing a
course is required to meet the same expectationsas othe students enrolled in that class. No academic credit is
awarded, and audited courses do notfactor into the grade point average (GPA).

ACADEMIC HONEST¥
Academic Integritiy matters at Spaulding. It represents a student@ commitment to honesty and respect with
teachers and anong peers. It dso deanondrates a student@ responsbility for hisher own learning.

Academic miscondud, intentiond or unintentional, is unacceptable at Spaulding. At Spaulding, miscondud is
defined as cheating, plgiarism, falsification, interference, and/or complicity.
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¥ Cheating D providing or receiving unauthorized assistance in any school work or tests. (ex. copying
from another sudent, usng dheat sheets, or technology to dheat; stealing copies of tests or exams)

¥ Plagiarism B presenting someone else@ ideas, words, or graphics as your own without giving credit to
the origind author (ex. purchasing a term paper onling copying and pasting from a webgte without
giving aedit, submitting another® paper as your own, following the origind sources too dosely.)

¥ Fasdification b falsifying or inventing information, daa, or citationsin academic assignments; forging
signaures on shoolrelated doaments.

¥ Interference Dinterference or obgruding another student@ academic work (ex. stealing notes, tearing
pages out of books hiding resources.)

¥ Complicity Bcopying oradlowing another sudent to copy academic work, unauthorized collaboration on
academic work, working in groupswithoutapprovd from ateacher.

A failing grade will be recorded for any work containing any information impropealy submitted as onés own,
or, completed by means of academic dishonesty, or deception. Administrative discretion may lead to
prindpd@ ddeention orsugpenson.

Students who desire to take courses outside Spaulding High School for academic credit mus secure prior
approvd from an administrator through tear guidance counslor.

PROGRESS REPORTS and REPORT CARDS
Spaulding High Shool uses powerschool, which alows students and parents to access their child® grades. Log
ins are provided to students and parents to access the powerschool portal. For assistance with the log in
information, please contact the guidance office.

Grades are updded every three weeks of the marking period for progress reports. All students and parents
should check the progress throughthe parent and/or student portal. Parents/Guardians tha would like a paper
progress report can contact the guidance office to make tha arrangement. Progress reports are officially
available after 8:00 A.M. on he scheduled Friday (see schedule).

"Academic Alerts" are academic reports of student progress which may be mailed at any time by a teacher if
he/shebdieves tha an updaed datusreport is warranted.

Report cards will be issued directly to students for the first three marking periods and will be mailed to
student homes following the close of school in June Students are expected to take ther report cards home to
thar paents or guardian.

MID-TERM and FINAL EXAMINATIONS
During midterm and find exams, all students are expected to be present at the prescribed dates and times for
each of thar find exams. (Reference school calendar for dates of exams.)*

If astudent mug arrange for an aterndive exam dueto detth in thefamily, religiousholiday, court appointment
or crisis sSituaion over which he/she has no control, he'she mug obtain prior approvd fromthePrincpd. If the
student is absent from an exam without prior pemission, the school will only accept dodor suppoted,
court/police suppoted or socia agency excuses, or evidence of alegitimate crisis over which the student had no
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control. Oversleeping, missing a ride, or forgetting are not acceptable excuses.

*School cancdlation for indement weather, etc. may cause school calendar adjusgments and changethese
dates.

FIELD TRIPS
No dudent can berequired to atend any field trip.

All schoolrules are in effect during a school sponsored trip. Students are expected to abide by all rules fromthe
time they depart unil they arrive back at school. Sudents represent Spaulding High Shool wherever they are.

Each gudentis to retumn to theteacher or head chaperonea completed approva form prior to going on thetrip.

Teachers will benotified in writing of all students who participate in field tripsfive school days prior to leaving
on thetrip.

Students paticipding in field trips are responsgble for making arrangements to make up all work missed within
two school days of returning to school from thefield trip.

Nationd Honor Sodety
The Granite Chapter of the Nationd Honor Sodety is an honomlry society with membership based upon
scholarship, leadership, service, and character. Students at Spaulding High School may be conddered for
membership after completing five semesters of high school work. During tha time they will have achieved a
supeior academic record in chdlenging course work with a minimum G.P.A. of 3.55,shown themselves to be
of exemplary character, acted on a commitment to the service of others, and demondrated leadership in ther
school and ommunity.
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A student of character demondrates the qudities of respect, responsbility, trugworthiness, fairness, caring and
citizenship. A commitment to service is demondrated by volunteering to provide assistance to school,
classmates, and community, and doing so with a postive attitude A student who exercises leadership,
demondrates initiative, contributes ideas that improve school climate, exemplifies a postive attitude and
ingoires postive behavior in othes, is a leader in the classroom, at work, and in othe school or community
activities and is dependable in any responsbility accepted.

Continuing membership in NHS is based upon not only maintaining the minimum academic requirement, but
also actively participating in NHS activities and the activities of other school organizations The students
ongong scholarship, leadership, service, and character in these activities will be monitored by the NHS Faculty
Counal.

After completion of the first semester, qudified Juniors are notified of their academic eligibility to be members
of theNHS. During the Senior year, notification is given agan to eligible students at the start of theyear, at the
end ofthefirst marking peiod, and findly at theend of thefirst semester.

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HEALTH SERVICES

STUDENT HEALTH SERVICES
Our campusemploys a full-time school nurse, assisted by an associate nurse, who provide health appraisal and
supavision, hedth counsling, emergency and first aid care, control of contagious illness and serve as
advoaates for students. Health office staff are available for conaultation with parents on health issues, and serve
as resources for faculty and gaff.
Injury and Accident

Any person recognizing a medical emergency must report it immediately to the faculty member in charge of the
activity. Theadult in charge shdl carry out emergency care procedures, retaining responsbility untl relieved
by school or medical authority.

Thenurse will providefirst ad emergency care when it is needed.

Trangportation of theill or injured student shdl be provided by parents unless theillness or injury is such tha
the use of an emergency vehicle is required orthe parent is unavailable.

After every injury, an official accident report form will be completed by the faculty member and tumed in to the
Prindpd's Office.

When a student athlete receives an injury seriousenoughto miss several practices or a game, he'she mug have
adodor's written pemission  reenter paticipation.

Phydcal Examinaions
A physca is required for al students before participaing in a sport. Forms are available in the athletic
director's office.

Immunizations mug be up to date or students will not be allowed to attend school. Trander students will be
given areasonable amountof time to provide proof of immunization.

Reporting New IlIness
Students should report any new illness, induding allergies, to the school nurse as they develop. Students mugt
also inform the school nurse of any physcal disability or chronic illness tha requires daly medication.

In case of illness at school, parents will be notified and requested to provide trangportation to the student's
home. When parents are contacted, they assume responsbility for the student leaving school. If a parentis not
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available, the main office should beinformed.

The school nurse and the guidance department should be notified if a student will be absent from school for an
extended peiod oftime.

Medication
The school nurse should be notified by parents or guadians if a student is on any longterm medication not
being taken in school. If necessary, and with parental approvd, the nurse will notify the student's teachers of
any dgnificant effects of the medication.

Over-the-Countr Medications The school stocks a limited supply of certain over-the-counter medicationsto
be given at the discretion of the school nurse and with parental approval. In genera, the school consders the
use of such medicines in school to beadecision between the sudent and his’lher parent or guardian.

Prescription Medicines: Unless specia arrangements are made through the school nurse, students are not
allowed to carry and self administer prescription drugsat school, unless the medication is used to treat a life-
threatening alergy or condition. These drugs should be given at home whenever possible. If they need to be
given duiing <hool hours, thefollowing regulationsapply:

Medication mug bebrought to the school nurse in acontainer labded by the phamacy or physcian, with
the name of the sudent, name of the medicine and the prescription nunber, dosge and tme of necessary
administration.

Prescription medicines must be accompanied by adodor's written ingruction. Witten pegmission from a
parent or guardian is aso necessary.

The medication will bekept in alocked cabing in the hedlth office, and given by the school nurse at the
prope time.

Parents have the option d coming © school and persondly giving medicineto ther children.

OTHER STUDENT SERVICES
The school can provide suppot for sudents struggling with subgance abuse, high risk behaviors, and pesond
crisis tha have a seriousimpact upon he student@ ability to fundion dfectively in school. Spaulding High
School provides access to avariety of services. Contact the Guidance Department, or your individud
counslor for assistance.

STUDENT DISCIPLINE PROCEDURES

Thediscipline procedures at Spaulding High Shool are intended to promote a safe, orderly and avil school
environment in which learning an take place. Students are encouraged to share responsbility for creating a
postive school environment. However, when gudents need suppot in practicing slf govenance, faculty and
staff are available to provide or recommend gopropriate interventionssuch as sudent and/or parent/teacher
conferences, conflict resolution, orthe Tobacco Education program.

Definitions
An"infraction" is aviolation of a policy, rule or regulation approved by the Board of School Commissiona's or
aviolation of any aiminal satute.

"Detention” shdl mean retention in school for a period of 30 minutes before the first academic block or
following the nomal dismissal time.

"Sugpengon” shdl mean a sugpenson from attendance at the school, presence on school propety, and
paticipaion in school activities for aperiod of upto 10 £hool days, and the sugpenson from or participaion in
any school function. It is consdered an administrative absence. Students mug contact ther teacher within 2
school days of thar return to arrange to make up missed work. Alternatives to out-of-school sugpension may be
devised for sudents with IEP's containing béhavior plans

"Expulsion” shdl mean the dismissal, by the Board of School Commissiones, from attendance at school and
paticipaion in school activities for not more than the remainde of the school year. Possession of a firearm
may result in expulsionfor up © onecalendar year.

Detention
Teacher’s Detention may beassigned by aclassroomteacher for any dassroom infraction.
o Thisdéention will beserved with the classroomteacher.
©  This deention takes precedence over Princpd's Detention (PDs). The student is responsble for
rescheduling the Principd’s Detention o atend the classroom detention.
©  Failure to attend classroom detention may result in a conference with the assistant prindpd, the student
and theteacher to determinefurther action.

Principal's Detention (PD) will beassignel for the following infractions
o Not bang where assignad duiing the school day.
o Excessive noise or disruptive behavior.
o Administrative assignment.
o Unexcusd tardiness to school, &ter fifth ingance.
o Failureto serve Teacher@ Detention.
PDs will beassigned from 7:35 am to 8:05 am on Tuesdays, Wednesdays and Fridays or from 2:50 pm to 3:20
pm on Mondays and Thursdays.

Employment, rides or coBrurricular activities do not excuse a student from attending either teacher detention or
princpd’s deention & assigned.

In School Support / Suspension
ThelIn School Support (1SS) program is designed to reduce the number of out of school sugpensonsand kesp
students in school. Participationin ISSis aprivilege, and those tha participae will be expected to be
produdive and respectful. Itisdso an oppotunity for sudents to take responsbility for thar actionswithout
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faling béiind in ther academic work. During theday of theISS, the sudent is prohibited from paticipaing in
any <hool activities, to indudeathletic events and practices. If astudent chooss to notattend ISS, héshe has
made adecision © lose dl credit for any academic work given tha day.

Suspension shdl mean aastudent is prohibited from beng on @ampusas well as atending any school related
or extra curricular activities to indudeany ahletic events and practices for the day(s) of the sugpenson.
Suspensonscountas aadministrative absence, and shdl beused as aconsquence for the following infractions

Making, issuing, orcommunicating by any means athreat tha a dangeous or deadly weapon ha been
or will beplaced or used on hool groundsor property or any school - related event.

Failure to atend scheduled dasses, disciplinary sudy hal, or Assistant Principd’s Detention.
Bullying (see definition bdow)

Safety violations

The administration reserves the right to choose alternatives to suspension for these infractions.

Suspensonsfor up to five (5) days per inddent may be made by the prindpd or designee. Sugpensons of
longe than five (5) days may be imposed only with the approvd of the Supeaintendent who shdl determine,
based on thefacts and circumstances of theinfraction, whether alonge sugpensonisin the best interests of the
student or the school system. Should the Supeaintendent bdieve tha a suspenson longe than ten (10) days is

warranted, he'she shdl proceed in accordance with the regulationsdefining expulsion.

Subsquent suspensons for any cause during the course of one school year may result in a review of the
student's record and a conference between an administrator, student, and parents or other personshaving legd

control.
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At the fourth sugpenson of one school year, a review of the student's record and a conference between an
administrator, student, and paents or other peasons having legd control may occur. In addition, a
recommendation for expulsion may aso besubmitted to the Supeaintendent.

Expulsion
Whenever a student's behavior becomes a serious problem tha administrators no longe feel they can tolerate,
and tha paents or guadians are unable to correct, a recommendation for expulsion shdl be submitted to the
Boad of School Commissiones for consderation.

The Board of School Commissionas may direct that a student be sugpended for a period longe than ten (10)
daysif the evidence indicates tha along rm suspenson is warranted rather than an expulsion.

Bullying
According to VT,. State Law Act 117 Sec. 1. 16 V.SA. 11(8)(32), GullyingOis defined as any overt act or
combindion of acts directed agang a student by another sudent or group d sudents that:

(a) is repeated over time

(b) isintended to ridicule, humiliate, or intimidae the sudent

(c) occurs during the school day on school propety, on a school bus or a a schoolsponsred activity,
or before or after the school day on aschool busor a schoolspon®red ectivity.

Spaulding High School believes that bullying is aform of dangerousand disrespectful behavior tha will not be
permitted ortolerated.

To report an ingance of bullying, anonynoudy or nonanonynoudy, reports may be made to any school
administrator.

SEARCH & SEIZURE POLICY
Desks, lodckers, textbooks and other materials or supplies loaned by the school to students remain the propety
of the school, and may be accessed by shool administrator(s). When prohibited items are found n the course of
routine cleaning or maintenance, or in the case of an emergency, they will be confiscated and a report will be
madeto an administrator who will deermine whether further investigaion is warranted.

By fedea law, school propaty may also be searched by the school administrators uponreasonable sugpicion
on the pat of the Prindpal, Assistant Prindpds, or Supeintendent tha alaw or school policy is beng violated.

By federal law, searches of a student's person (induding clothing, podkets, backpack, purse, etc.) or vehicle
while on school propeaty will be conduded if there is reasonable sugpicion to bdieve tha a breach of school
policy or law is beng committed. Searches of a student's person will be conduded by a school employee of the
same genda and in the presence of another school employee. (See the section entitled Student Vehicles)

Due Process
A sudent, unde the age of 18, who is subject to ugpenson, and hissher parents or pa'sonshaving legd
control, shdl have oral orwritten noice of thetime, place, and ndure of the sugpendable offense, and an
oppotunity to beheard informally by the peson imposng the sugpenson. During tis informa meeting, he
student is provided with an oppotunity to present evidence or reasonswhy the sugpenson ould notbe
imposed. If school authorities are unable to locate the parent or legdly responsble person, he sudent shdl be
segregated unde supervision orthe sugpenson déayed unil such time as the required noification is
accomplished.

If the student threatens to disrupt or interfere with the orderly process of any or al of the schools fundionsor
activities; or creates a subgantia likelihood of imminent dange to the safety of persons the school or school
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propeaty, the prinapd or designe=2 may sugpend the student prior to the issuance of any notice. Within 24 hours
of the sugpenson, written notice stating the time, place, and nature of the infraction, the duration of the
sugpenson, and theright to be heard on a school day and during school hours as to why the suspenson should
not continueshal be mailed (or given to the student), and if unde 18 years of age, aso to a paent(s) or other
person(s) legally responsble for the sudent.

Hearings and Appeals
An appedl hearing is hdd when a complaint is filed regarding the procedures used in making disciplinary
decisons At goped hearings the administrator will ask only three questionsat the hearing:

. Did the manne in which the sugpenson was decided violate the school's guidelines regarding proper
procedures for disciplining the sudent?

. Did the administrator who rendeed the discipline decision refuse to allow appropriate information to be
presented before making the decision?

. Isthere now substantial information that was not available at the time of the decision which might clear the
student of thedisciplinary charge?

If the hearing administrator determines tha there is at least one "yes' respong suppoted by subdgantial,
appropriate, and logical evidence, then thereversal or adjugment of the decision will becongdered.

Suspensonsof five (5) days or less may only be appedled to the Supeintendent.

A sugpenson of more than five (5) days or a recommendaion for expulsion may be appedled to the
school boad. The student and parent(s), or legdly responsble person(s), may appear before the boad
with counsl.

Upon he evidence presented, the school boad may reduce arecommended expulsion b asuspenson.

Uponthe evidence presented, the Board may let stand, reduce, or repeal a student's sugpenson and may
remove reference to the supenson from the sudent's school record.

All hearingsbefore the Board shdl bein executive session except when, at the request of the student, or

if unde 18 years of age, uponthe request of the parent or legdly responsble person, the school boad
may hold apubic hearing.
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ATTENDANCE PROCEDURES

"A person having the control of a child between the ages of 7 and 16 years shall cause the child to attend an
approved public school, an approved or reporting private school, or a home study programfor the full nunber
of days for which that schoolis hdd, unkss the child:

1. ismentally or physically unabk to attend; or

2. hasconpleted thetenth grade or

3. isexcused by the supeintendent or a majority of school directors.”
(VSA 16-1121, Atendance by children of school agerequired, Amend 198, No. 97)

PHILOSOPHY & STANDARDS FOR ATTENDANCE
The philosophy of the attendance expectations reflects our belief tha a student's daly participdion in the
classroomis an integral pat of hisgher education. We believe that attendance is directly related to success in
school. Daily classroom participation, and the work habits reinforced in the classroom, are important tools for
developing awell rounded individud.

Regular attendance in a class is more essential than ever before. When a student misses aclass or is late for a
lesson, he/she usudly misses learning events and oppotunities that cannot be Gnade upQOby reading a textbook,
by completing worksheets, or by copying someone else@ class notes. Therefore, regular daily attendance takes
precedence ove other situations such as vacationsand pesond appointments.

* All doaumented dodor, dentist, court gopointments, college visits or family funerals will be consdered
administrative excused absences and will not counttowards attendance violation. If gppointments become a pattern,
administrators will address the stuation.

STUDENT ATTENDANCE REQUIREMENTS
Absence: If astudent misses more than 20 minutes of adass, it is consdered an absence.

In a semester-long class, the mogs absences tha a student can have and still receive academic credit is 9.
Students enrolled in Technical Education piograms will be subject to the same atendance standards.

In aquarter-long class, the mos absences tha a student can have and gill receive academic credit is 5.

In a full year class, the mog absences that a student can have and still receive academic credit is 9 for each
semester.

Class Cut(s): Any student who is present in school but fails to attend a scheduled class is subject to
disciplinary action and will not be allowed to make up any missed assignments, tests, or quizzes. Disciplinary
action may indude Assistant Prindpa @ Detention and/or suspenson. A student who cuts class 5 or more times
will be placed on automatic academic violation. The teacher will give weekly progress as to whethe the
student should remain in dass or beremoved.

ATTENDANCE REPORTING REQUIREMENTS
School Responsibility: The school is responsble for thefollowing:
notifying the parent/guadian when a student is at risk of beng removed from a class when they reach 5
absences in a semester class or 2 in aquater class
notifying the paent/guadian when a student is placed on autometic attendance probaion. This occurs
when astudent has had 3 absences in a quater class, or 8 ebsences in asemester class

notifying the parent/guadian when a student is placed on automatic attendance violation. This occurs
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when astudent has had 5 absences in a quater class or 10 dsences in asemester class

notifying the parent/guadian, and when appropriate, the states attorney geneaa, when ingances of
truancy from school (unexcused absences) continueto bea problem

notifying the parent/guadian ater a students 5" unexcused tardy

maintaining the attendance record for accountbility pumposes. Teachers will keep a sign in/sign out
book ha indudes date, Sudent name, time in/outand destination.

allowing the student to be monitored by his course teacher to meet specific criteriain order to remain in
class

Parent/Guardian Responsibility: The paent/guadian is responsble for:
notifying the school (476-6411- Student Services) within two school days after the day of tardiness or
absence, with an excuse for the sudent@ absence or tardiness
notifying the school (476-4811- Administrative Office) in advance, dther in writing orvia phone for
all early dismissals

Student Responsibility: The sudent is responsble for:
attending and beng pundud to dl classes, ADVISORY and lunch.
presenting dsmissal notes to an administrator in the Main Office for thar authorization and receiving a
dismissal pass prior to leaving the building
checking in with Sudent Services upon eturning t school
reporting o Sudent Services for an excused or unexcused tardy pass first blodk if late to school
making arangements with teachers to make up missed work within two days if the absence was excused

ACADEMIC ELIGIBILITY
Students who diop beow three (3) registered dasses will be academically indigible to continuein school, and
will bedroppel from all courses with loss of credit for the remainder of the marking peiod.

Students may peition the administration in writing for awaiver of this policy if exceptiond circumstances
prohibit this requirement.

To bedigible to paticipate in co-curricular activities, sudents mug beenrolled in at lead three (3) blocks of
registered classes or pre- approved educationd activities.

APPEAL PROCESS
Any gudent with an automatic academic violation, who doe not meet theweekly course rubric criteriaand is
removed, may appeal to theprindpd to day in dass. Unless astudent is 18, aparent or guadian mug attend
theappeal. Once an goped has been scheduled through he Assistant Prindpd, the sudent will remain in dass
untl the gppeal has been heard.

DISCIPLINARY ABSENCES FROM SCHOOL
Absence dueto sugpenson is a disciplinay absence; there is no academic pendty for a disciplinary absence.
However, while students may make up missed work without penalty, arrangements to do so mug be made by
the student with the teacher within two (2) days of returmning to school. After tha period has passed, no makeup
is posible.

Any gudent who fails aclass (or classes) OR has a GPA bdow 1.67at the end ofamarking peiod will be
notified by shool pe'sonnd (a guidance counslor, the ahletic/activities director, a prindpd, ateacher
advisor). Barring the presence of extenuding drcumstances**, t he sudent will become INELIGIBLE to
paticipaein ALL extra-curricular activities. Should the STUDENT choo to continuewith ther activity,
he'she MUST meet directly with the Athletic/Activities Director to beplaced on ACADEMIC PROBATION B
NO EXCEPTIONS (details bdow).

** OExtenuaing drcumstancesOwill bedefined by the Prindpd (or designes), buttypically will indudea
hardship on béhdf of the sudent. The Prindpd, ordesigneg, will providea find dgerminaion on acase by
case basis.

Students who receive an incomplete in any dass will have two (2) weeks to make up work for the class(es) in
order to maintain academic digibility. During this period of time, the sudent remainsfully eigible to
paticipae in ativities. If theincomplete resultsin apassing giade, and the sudent® GPA is highe than 1.67,
then full paticipaion is pemitted. If theincomplete resultsin afailing giade, or GPA below 1.67,the sudent
may be placed on academic probaion.

Individud grades will bereviewed by te athletic/activities director a the FIRST progress report of
the next marking peiod. The grade review will result in oneof the following:

o If thestudentispassing dl classes AND has a GPA of 1.67, orhighe, then they will be
reingated to full paticipation.

o If thestudentisfailing aclass (or classes) OR has a GPA bdow 1.67, hen they will be
declared indigible for the remainde of the marking peiod.

Fall sport/activity digibility for sophonores, juniors, and sniors will be deermined by fourth marking peiod
grades from the previousschoolyear. Any sophamore, junior, or senior who is notdigible for fall
sportg/activities may choo to beplaced onacademic probaion (see above). Thefall academic probaion
review will take place at the FIRST progress report of the first making peiod (mid-September). ALL incoming
freshmen are eligible for fall activitiedathletics.

Any gudent who is indigible following second quarter grades (and for whom academic probaion does not
apply at thetime) may try outfor spring Ports and ectivities | F they can provide evidence to the
athletic/activites director, tha they are carrying & least a1.67 GP.A. a the start of the spring piactice peiod in
March. Determination offind spring digibility will be made a thetime 3 quater report cardsare issued.
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All trander sudents who meet the digibility requirements of ther previousschool duiing the mog recent
marking peiod ae digible for school activities until they receive their first Spaulding report card, at which time
they become subject to Spaulding@ digibility sandards

Note: Higibility can only be GAINED at thefirst progress report of each quarter IF astudent is on aademic
probaion. Higibility CANNOT belog based upon piogress reports |[F a student is not on academic probaion.

ACADEMIC MAKEUP WORK
Students who miss class as aresult of extra-curricular activities/contests are expected to see teachers before an
event to gd assignments and neke up aademic work as soon & possible. This may indudebefore or after
school sessions Participants (and caches/advisors) should undestand tha practice is not an acceptable excuse
for failing to complete make-up-work or for failing o atend dter-school help sessions

ATTENDANCE at PRACTICES and GAMES
Student athletes are expected to a@tend ALL practices and ganes. The coach and/or athletic director may act
upon ndividud stuaions. Sudent athletes with more than three (3) unexcused asences from practices/games
during the season will beremoved from theteam. An unexcused absence from practice the day before agame
will prevent the athlete from playing in that game. Unexcused absences will bedeermined by he coach,
athletic director, and/or administration.

ATTENDANCE at SCHOOL
Student athletes are expected to arive on ime to school (8:15 AM) and attend dl classes theday of and theday
after a contest and activities. Thisindudes bang present on Fiday before a Saturday contest.

Exceptionsare limited to medical or court gppointments, family emergency studions religiousholidays, death
of afamily member or friend, mllege visitations or school sponsred field trips  Further exceptionsmay be
madein advance by an administrator.

A student ahlete who is absent for any pat of the school day because of truancy (QGkippingd will beindigible
for that day@ activities.

If aviolation becomes known & alater date, an appropriate consequence/pendty will be exercised.

BEHAVIOR & CONDUCT
Student athletes shdl represent Spaulding Hgh Shool in aresporsible and gppropriate
manne a dl times. Examples of ingopropriate behavior and/or condwct indude butare notlimited to,
ingppropriate language and/or appearance, derogaory remarks to an dfficial, coach, orteammate, or
any acts tha are (perceived by he coach or administration) detrimental to the best interest of the team or school.
A student may face disciplinary action, which could indudesuspenson ordismissa from the team/group baed
upon he severity of the offense.

School citizenship and pesond conduwct while representing the school are also important factors in determining
eigibility. When it isdecided tha it isin the best interest of ether the sudent or school, the administration will
declare him/he indigible to paticipate in extra-curricular activities.

CODE OF CONDUCT - Sportsmanship
Theessentia dements of character-building and ehics in gorts are emboded in the concept of sportsmanship
and sx core prindples: trusworthiness, respect, responsbility, fairness, caring and good dizenship. The
highest potential of sports is achieved when competition reflects these six pillars of character.

¥ treat other players, coaches, officials, and gectators with respect regardless of race, creed, color, sex or
sexud orientation

¥ undestand tha doing ore@® best is important regardless of the outcome

¥ agreethat if they fail to abide by rules/guiddines of the SpauldingBarre Tech Center athletic program
they will be subject to disciplinary action

COMMUNITY SERVICE
Student athletes will peform one(1) hourof community service with thar teammates, unde the direction of
thar coach, for each season they play.

COMMUNICATION WITH COACHES
Certain topics can, and hould, bediscussed with you child@ coach. Gther topics; however, mug be left to the
discretion ofthe coach. Thefollowing examples are offered only as a guide:

“CUTS” - TEAM TRYOUTS
In some ahletic activities it may be necessary to reduce (@utQ) the number of participants to amanagesble size;
paticularly when safety, fiscal resources, equipment, facilities, and aaching pesonné are consdered.
It is the respongbility of the coach/advisor (in consultation with the athletic director) to make decisions about
what thefind nunber of participants will bein tha activity.

EQUIPMENT
All issued equipment and unforms bdong b the school. Each gudent athlete is responsble for any equipment
and unforms assigned to him/her. Individuds will be assessed replacement cogs for abnomally damaged or
missing equipment and unforms.
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Each sudent athlete WILL return or pay for any equipment issued by the school. Failure to do ® will prohibit
further participaion in ahletics.

HEALTH/ACCIDENT INSURANCE
All sudent athletes must have hedth and accident insurance coverage as a condtion of paticipaion. An
individud may not paticipae in an activity untl proof of coverage has been submitted to the athletic
depatment.

CNo sudent may participate in anyVPA-sandioned adivity without providing evidence to the
student@® school adninistration or designee prior to paricipation in an adivity showing tat the
participantis covered urder some private or pubiic health insurance programfor the medical care
for injuries that may be suffered on acountof participation in an adivity.O (Vermont PrindpadsO
Assodation Rolicies, Article 4: RULES FOR ORGANIZED GIRLS AND BOY S SPORTS.
Section 1. General Rules.)

HOMESCHOOL STUDENTS - VPA Eligibility Standards
A home study gudent who wishes to paticipae in a Spaulding High Shool co-curricular or athletic program
shdl bean digible sudent unde this section if:

(1) Theparticipaing gudent is enrolled in ahome-study program in compliance with Title 16, Section 166.

(2) The participaing sudent has alegd residence in the school district or is alegd resident of adistrict tha
does notmaintain aschool and pas tuition on bédf of its sudents.

(3) Participaion in aschool@ co-curricular or athletic activities program shal not commence until acopy ofthe
Vermont State Department of Education Enrollment Letter is presented to the principd by the parent or
guadian.

(4) The participaing student® academic program, as referenced in the Vermont State Department of Education
Letter of Enroliment, will bereviewed by he student@® parent or guadian at appropriate intervals as locally
determined and congstent for dl students to ddermine academic progress. This review and determinaion nmusgt
be certified in writing from the parent/guadian to the prindpd.

(5) Prior to the start of a sport season orfinearts and peformance activities in which ahome study gudent
wishes to paticipate, the paent or guardian and sudent mug notify the princpd in writing tha heshewishes
to paticipate in aschool@ co-curricular or ahletic activities program. Failure to provide atimely notfication
will notdisqudify the sudent from paticipaing, kut may result in ome ddays in paticipation.

(6) The sudent may participae in co-curricular or athletic activities spon®red by $aulding Hgh Shool
provided the sudent complies with the same physcal examinaion, insurance, age, and any aher requirements
for paticipaion a required of dl sudents.

(7) The home study gudent mug adheae to the same standards of behavior, responsbilities and peformance as
other paticipants of the team.
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(8) Eligibility issues on dl matters other than academic progress may be gppealed in accordance with the
bylaws of the Vermont Prind pd sOAssodation.

(9) Congstent with law govening dl sudent athletes, paticipation in co-curricular or ahletci activities
programs is a privilege, not aright and nohing in these digibility sandadsto confer arighton any individud
to paticipaein co-curricular or athletic activities.

INHERENT RISK
Involvement in ahletics is voluntary and optond, and crries with it certain risks tha mug be accepted by
students and their families.

Injuries can, and piobably will, occur during plactices, games, and interacting with fellow student athletes. All
cods assodated with medical care, emergency medical trangportation, nmedication, ehabilitation ortherapeutic
treatment mus bepad through he student athlete® hedlth and accident insurance carrier. The Spaulding High
SchoolBarre Technica Center will not accept responsbility for any payment, co-payment, dedudible or related
expenses.

INJURIES
All sudent athletes who paticipae in ahletics at Spaulding High Shool are expected to immediately report all
injuries and any medical issues to thar coach and/or the Athletic Trainer.

Any gudent athlete incapable of paticipaion ha the obligaion to report this information o his’her coach, and
has theright to decline participation when heshefeels incapable of doing .

All sudent athletes are expected to comply with recommendaionsof ther coach, trainer, and/or physcian
regarding following and/or seeking medical advice, diagnoss, rehabilitation, therapeutic care or treatment.

Following an injury, astudent athlete may berequired to receive medical clearance from aphyscian in oder to
resume active paticipaion with his’her team.

PARENT PERMISSION
Student athletes MUST submit asignad paent pemission form prior to paticipaion. Athletes will notbe
permitted to paticipae in an activity untl theform is completed and turned in to ahletic dgpatment staff.

PARTICIPATION/PLAYING TIME
Playing ime is degermined by the coach of each team. At thevarsity level, some student athletes will play more
than others based upon ndividud ability, atitude and theteam stuaion. At the sub-varsity levd, it is expected
tha team members will see action in each contest. Aslong & they fulfill ther team responsbilites and
expectations playing ime for individud athletes at the sub-varsity level will bemore nearly equd over the
length of the season

PHYSICAL EXAMINATIONS - “WELL EXAMS”
Student athletes MUST have ayearly WELL EXAM. Poof of this exam mug beprovided to ahletic
depatment staff prior to participaion. NO EXCEPTIONS. (http://healthvermontgov/local/schoolindex.aspx)

PROCESS to RESOLVE CONCERNS
(Includes all Co-curricular and Athletic Activities)
Thefollowing processisto beutilized to address and resolve concerns misundestandings and/or issues.

Siep #1 Students (athletes and paticipants in co-curricular programs) will address and share concernswith
coach/es (or advisor/s) and @tempt to resolve them.
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Parent/s and suppoters are expected to pamit the sudent and wach/es (or advisor/s) to resolve ther concerns
first before becoming involved.

Siep #2 If step #1 esults in an unstisfactory outcome, sudent and parent/s should address and hare concerns
with coach/es (or advisor/s) and dtempt to resolve them.

Siep #3 If step #2 esults in an unstisfactory outcome, sudent (and optiondly, paent/s) or the coach/advisor
should address and share concernswith the Athletic Director and atempt to resolve them.

Step #4 Fndly, if sep #3 esults in an unstisfactory outtome, gsudent (and opiondly, paent/s) or the
coach/advisor should share concernswith an administrator and &tempt to resolve them.

SUBSTANCE USE
The use of alcohol, tobacco, and illegd drugshas a negdive effect on an individud @ ability to paform at
hig’her full potential. Sudent athletes will demondrate a commitment to themselves, ther team, ther
classmates, and ther school by remaining free of these subgances during their activities.

If astudent athlete is proven to have been in posession of, or used diugs acohol or tobacco prodicts, the
following erms and cnditionswill beinitiated:

Week 1 (thefirst SEVEN days): The student athlete will notbeadlowed to paticipae with his’her team at dl.
(No practices/games/meetings €c.)

Week 2 (days EIGHT to FOURTEEN): The student athlete is pemitted to practice, butnot paticipate in any
games. (Mug accompany team to games and bepresent with the team, butmay not paticipae.)

*\\/ ithin thefirst two weeks of a dudent athlete® sugpenson fomathletic adivities, theindividual must hawe
met with a £hool approved subgance abus courselor, and povide the school® adninistration (Athletic
Director and an adnmistrator) with doamentation ofthis meeting.***

Week 3 (day FIFTEEN & beyond): If satisfactory progress has been made in relation o the subdance abuse
coungling and any dipulationsset by the Athletic Director, or an administrator, the sudent is digible to return
to full paticipation.

The student athlete mus provide weekly documentation of fulfillment of any requirements established by he
subgance abuse counslor. Failure to provide doaumentation will result in immediate dismissal from the team.

The student athlete mugs complete al treatment requirements in order to bedigible for the next athletic season.

Any individud student athlete who committs a second ofense or failures to complete ANY requirements will
be subject to aonefull calendar year sugpenson from athletic participation.

SUSPENSION FROM SCHOOL
A student sugpendead from school is not pamitted to atend meetings practices and/or games on thedays of
the sugpengon.
A suspenson tha ovelapsaweekend and/or vacation peiod, will prevent the sudent from athletic
paticipaion on Sturday/Sundg (weekend), and/or during the vacation days.

TRAVEL/TRANSPORTATION (to & from events)
All paticipants MUST travel to and from games in school provided trangportation. Sudent athletes
may travel home with paents/guadians provided prior written goproval has been received by the
coach from the Athletic Director or aprindpal. Sudents may not travel in vehicles driven by oher students.
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VPA EJECTION POLICY
Any gudent gjected for ungportsmanlike condud or aflagrant foul shdl be suspended from the next two
contests, (with the exception offootbdl, skiing and gymmastics, for which the sugpenson shdl be one contest)
in the sport from which the ssudent was gected. If the gection ocurs in the last contest of the season, the
student shdl beindigible for the same peiod d timein the next sport in which the sudent paticipates. If the
gection ocursin the last contest of the sudent's last sport season, the school shdl take gppropriate disciplinary
action o impos asancion piopotionde to the pendties imposed by these rules, and $all report tha discipline
to the VPA. The sugpended dudent may notbein uniform. A student who is gected asecond ime shdl be
sugpende for theremainder of the season in tha sport.

Any member of ateam who intentiondly srikes, shoves, kicks, or makes other aggressive physcal contact with
an officia before, duiing, or after an interscholastic contest, shdl bedisqudified immediately and may be
indigible to paticipae in dl sports for up © onefull calenda year. A sudent who is disqualified unde this
provision shdl notplay in any contest, pending ahearing bdore the Activities Standards Committee. The
Activities Standards Committee shdl deerminethelength of the sugpenson, gving duecondderation 1 dl
relevant factors, induding the seriousess of the offense. NOTE: Member of the team indudes player, manager,
score keepers, timers, and datisticians.

Judgnent calls by officials ordering gection dl befind. The only grounds for gppeal from sugpenson unde
this section shdl betha the gection was caused by gross miscondud by the official, or that the official has filed
awritten report stating that the gection was clearly erroneous Unless a stay of the sugpenson is granted by the
Executive Director in his sole discretion, he sugpenson dl beimmediately effective. It is the responsbility
of thelocal school to ensure this regulation is enforced. When asuspended student or coach is dlowed to
paticipae, forfeiture of the contest is mandaory. Thisregulation shal gpply to dl regular season and
toumament contests.

From VPA Bylaws Section 3. Bigibility Limitationsand Amateur Status

A. Contestants or paticipants mug beenrolled in thar school and nugt meet the school's prescribed academic
and digibility rules. Sudents may only compete on school teams sponsred by ther own school during
the season, and may only compete for the oneschool in which heor sheis officialy enrolled. Sudents
may paticipate in meets as individuds but may not paticipae as amember of another team.

B. In agports season plyers who have paticipaed in competition & a member of a school group $dl not
compete as members of a nonschool organized group n the same sport. Violation ofthisrule will be
handled as follow:

1. For thefirst infraction, awarning o sudents will be given that the choice of paticipation on oneor
the other group nug befollowed.
2. For the second infraction, sudents will bedroppel from the school group.

C. Trander sudents are eligible a once provided they were bora fide students in good $anding in the school
fromwhich they tranderred according  the ddinition in Item A aboveand there is abonafide change
isresidence. If thetrander is theresult of any coercion, recruiting orinduement to movein order to
paticipae in interscholastic activities, sudents will beindigible for apeiod of 365 @endar days from
the date of the infraction.

If there is no bondidechangein residency, sudents are digible to paticipate immediately up b the
first play dae of tha sports season. If a sudents trangers, and doe not changeresidence, after thefirst
play dae of that sports season, he sudent mug wait 20 @enda days after thetrander to bedigible,
and mug paticipaein a least 60% of the season competitions(at the new school) to bedigible for pod
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Season wmpsition.

If there is no bondidechangein residency, astudent who transfers twice or more duting a365 dy
period will notbeédigible a the nev school(s) after his or he subsequent tranders untl onecaendar
year after the date of the first trander.

The VPA may grant awaiver of the 20 @lenda day waiting peiod orthe 60% digibility requirement or
the 365 @endar day waiting peiod for multiple tranders uponrequest by the school if the school
establishes that the trander was made for reasonsnotrelated to activities.

Theprindpd of any receiving shool shdl check carefully to deermine the reasonsfor the trander.
Reports of suspected violationsof transfer sudentsOdigibility rules mus be madeto the VPA
immediately.

D. A school shdl bedeemed in violation oftherule againg recruitment for directly or indirectly supporting or
sanctioning recruitment if arepresentative or agent of the school, or any individud or group asodated
with the athletic programs of tha school, goproaches a sudent athlete in another school, gpat from a
publicized meeting for all progpective sudents in tha school, and drectly or indirectly attempts to
persuade or indue a sudent athlete to enroll in his’her school. A school may dso violate this rule by
failing 1 take adequate stepsto control recruitment by third paties.

E. A sudent who mmpetes in any VPA sanctionad ectivity mus beunde nineteen (19) years of age, except
tha astudent whose ningeenth (19th) birthday occurs on orafter Augug 1is digible for dl activitiesin
the ensuing <hool year. Students who have attained the age of nineteen (19) prior to Augug 1 shdl be
indigible for al VPA sanctionead activities.

F. Sudents are indigible if they have graduaed from any course of study in aseconday school comparable to
the Vermont system. Theinitial degerminaion of whether the seconday schod is comparable shdl be
made by the school's principd. If there is aquestion concerning the eligibility of astudent unde this
rule, the Executive Director may review the prindpd’s degerminaion. Determining whether a secondary
schoolis comparable, the principd, Executive Director, Activity Standads Committee and the Board of
Appes shdl give consderation o the nomal number of years of the primary and sconday school
program,; the length of the school day and year; the curriculum; whether graduation mekes the sudent
eligible for pog seconday education; and any other relevant information. If thetotal length of the
nomal primary and sconday program for the school system in question is less than twelve years, then
the seconday school may be deemed less than comparable. Waivers of this digibility rule may dso be
granted in accordance with these bylaws.

G. Sudents have four (4) consecutive years or eight (8) consecutive semesters of digibility for paticipaion in
school activities. Attendance of thirty (30) school days of any ssmester shdl beregarded as a semester.
Attendance is defined as being induded in the official roll and @tendance records of the school and not
physcal presence in theclass. A sudent that is enrolled for his’/her eighth and find semester of
eligibility, dunng the fall-winter term, may complete the winter sports season & long & heg'sheis an
gigible sudent and ha not graduaed.

H. No sudent may paticipae in the same sport for more than four seasons

|. Sudents are indigibleif they have log thar amateur sanding, i.e,, they have accepted remuneaation, gfts or
donaionsdirectly or indirectly for participaion in an ahletic contest, or they have participaed under an
assumed name, or they have competed on ateam some player of which was pad for his paticipation, or
they have entered into aplaying ontract with aprofessiond club oragent. Reference to "gifts or
dondions' is notintended to precludethe acceptance of playing appael and equipment tha is presented
by the spon®ring oganization.

J. Amateur Status Rulingsand Gomments:

1. Sudents who lose amateur statusin onesport do notlose it in other sports.

2. Sudents will lose thar amateur statusin the sport involved if they accept any money whether for
paticipaion oras aprize for beéng oustanding plyers.

3. Sudents who become members of aski parol will notjeopadize their amateur sanding.

4. Amateurs or a team of amateurs may participate agang ateam of professionds. Amateurs may nat
paticipae on aprofessiond team, or on ateam where members of the team are receiving remuneation
for thar athletic services.
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5. High Shool sudents should beadvised to exercise great caution in paticipating in any ahletic
activity where there are cash plizes. Youngsers should beextremely careful in paticipating in adult
bowling leagues where there are cash plizes. These rulingsare made with two thoughs in mind:

(a) Maintaining an amateur status while paticipaing in interscholastic activities.

(b) Protecting future athletic digibility for activities after completion of high school.

K. All-Star Contests
1. For pumposes of this policy, an All-Star contest is defined to beonein which the paticipants are
selected based upon thar paformance as amember of VPA sanctionad school athletic activity. This
definition dos notindudeBabe Ruth, American Legion, simmer soccer or basketbdl, CYO or
DeMolay Activities, ec.

2. The VPA doses notsanction orapprove of All-Star contests. Sudents who paticipate in an All-Star
contest will lose ther VPA digibility to paticipae in that same sport at their high <hool for the
succeeding ason. Theonly exception © this policy is when the All-Star contest is directly related to
the activities of the U.S. Olympic Committee.

L. Sudents who, duing the regular school day, atend gecialized schools or programs where the primary
purpo< of this indruction orprogram is to enhance skills in gecific sports and/or activities, duiing the
time of established VPA seasonsin tha paticular activity, will notbe pamitted to paticipae with ther
home schoolin that activity.

M. Sudents who have matriculated in apog-seconday academic program tha grants degrees, certificates or
diplomas shdl beindigible.
